Following peer-review of the manuscript, the Journal and its Editor have the right of first refusal to publish these papers. If the manuscript is presented at the AOS meeting, but refused for publication in O&N, it may be submitted to another journal thereafter for publication.  However, if published in another journal, acknowledgment that the paper was presented at the annual spring meeting of the American Otological Society, Inc. must be stated.

All papers should be written in accordance with the “Guidelines for Authors” appearing in OTOLOGY & NEUROTOLOGY.  The Guidelines are available on the website at

All manuscripts must be submitted online to the journal of Otology & Neurotology on or before Friday, April 8, 2011, via the journal’s website:  https://www.editorialmanager.com/on/.  Instructions for registering, submitting a manuscript, and the author guidelines can all be found on the Editorial Manager site.  Failure to meet this deadline will result in the paper being withdrawn from the scientific session.
TIME ALLOTMENT AND PREPARATIONS FOR PRESENTATION OF PAPERS AT THE MEETING:

Plan to be in the theatre 20 to 30 minutes prior to your presentation.  Each speaker will be allotted the MAXIMUM of 7 minutes for his/her presentation. Please check the AOS Website for the date and time of your presentation. www.americanotologicalsociety.org
There will be a one-minute interval between presentations for the access to the podium.  This schedule will be rigidly enforced out of fairness to all participants; thus, we ask that you adhere to it.  Please move forward to the front of the auditorium prior to your presentation to facilitate your punctual arrival to the podium.  Following each group of papers there is a discussion period with the audience.  Please remain in the auditorium after your presentation until the discussion period is completed.

Also, the Society expects an adequately rehearsed and concise visual presentation.  Please avail yourself to the COSM slide-ready and practice room available for all participants at the meeting. Avoid crowded slides with small print as such slides are poorly visualized in large conference rooms.

**NOTE:  Any manuscript accepted for presentation at the annual meeting of the American Otological Society may not have been previously published, may not currently be considered for publication elsewhere, or may not be scheduled to be presented at another sectional or national meeting. The penalty for duplicate presentations/publication is prohibition of the author and any co-authors from presenting at a COSM Society Meeting for a period of three years.  

In accordance with the ACCME Essential Areas and Policies, it is the policy of the American Otological Society and The AOS/ANS Joint Council, as the ACCME Accredited CME provider, to ensure balance, independence, objectivity and scientific rigor in all of its educational activities  The content or format of a CME activity or its related materials must promote improvements or quality in healthcare and not a specific proprietary business interest of a commercial interest.
