The following qualifications are required for proposal of a candidate for ACTIVE MEMBERSHIP in the American Otological Society:

1)  The candidate shall have earned a Doctor of Medicine degree or the equivalent acceptable to the Council.

2)  The candidate shall have been certified by the American Board of Otolaryngology or by an equivalent


certifying body acceptable to the Council.

3)  The candidate shall have engaged primarily (at least 50%) in the practice of otology for five or more years following the completion of their training.    

4)  Two members (active and/or senior) must propose the candidate.  The attached form must be completed 


by the applicant, and in turn, signed by the two proposers.   In addition, each proposer must send an original  non-Faxed letter to the Secretary-Treasurer of the American Otological Society, Inc. on behalf of the candidate.  Will also accept signed letters scanned and saved as a .pdf and e-mailed to the AOS Administrative Office.  The proposer and seconder should carefully adhere to the Guidelines for Membership as attached. This letter is used in the printing and distribution of the ballot.  

5)  Membership in the Triological Society is encouraged but not required. If a proposed candidate is NOT a member of the Triological Society, he or she must submit a series of related papers, judged by a rigorous peer-reviewed process to be deserving of grant support or publication in high quality journals. He or she must show evidence of singular, independent contributions to the field of otology. Specific criteria for this consideration can be found in evidence of continued sustained scholarship. The emphasis is on the quality of contribution to the practice of otology. Other professional activities that may be considered are outlined in the Guidelines for Membership.

6) The candidate must have published at least 12 to 20 articles in refereed journals where the candidate is the first author or first author of a majority of the articles.

The following qualifications are required for proposal of a candidate for ASSOCIATE OR CORRESPONDING MEMBERSHIP in the American Otological Society.   Both categories require submission of the same proposal form and required letters (as in “Active” above).

ASSOCIATE:  The candidate is ineligible for active membership, but considered worthy of membership in the Society because of his or her contributions to otology and related disciplines.

CORRESPONDING:  The candidate is ineligible for active membership but is considered worthy of membership in the Society because of his or her contributions to clinical otology.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLETING MEMBERSHIP APPLICATION FORM

Designate type of membership, i.e., Active, Associate, Corresponding, or Honorary.

Enter FULL NAME AND DEGREE, INDIVIDUAL’S PREFERRED MAIL ADDRESS, TELEPHONE NUMBER, FAX NUMBER, AND E-MAIL ADDRESS.

Under #6 - the teaching appointment should be interpreted to apply to hospital residency training program and recent teaching appointments.

Under #7 - membership in medical societies should be limited to national and/or international societies, and in particular those that might be related to otology.   It is to be assumed that each individual belongs to a city, county or state medical society (where applicable), so list memberships such as Triological, AMA, ALA, AAO-HNS, etc.

Under #11 - if the individual proposed for membership has less than 20 articles published, he may list all of them, and they should be listed in the manner of the sample at the bottom of this paragraph.  If there are more than 20 publications, the individual should list the 20 that he wants itemized in the manner requested on a separate sheet and then underneath that write Total Number of Publications.  If possible, an effort should be made to avoid duplication of articles published in national journals.  We cannot list articles that are scheduled for publication.  Many of the AOS members wish to look up these articles and review them, so they have to have been published.  The listing must be done by the applicant or proposer and included as a separate page and e-mailed to segossard@aol.com

They should carefully adhere to the Guidelines for Membership.
